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Truth v. Lies #1

The Lie . . . “It’'s a special interest billl
and it just helps Big Labor.”

The Truth . . . The Employee Free
Choice Act is part of the long-term
economic recovery plan and is key to
rebuilding the middle class.
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Truth v. Lies #2

The Lie . . . The Employee Free Choice
Act eliminates the secret ballot.

The Truth . . . The bill still contains a
provision for a secret ballot election. The
primary difference is that employees —
not employers — decide.
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Truth v. Lies #3

The Lie . . . The United States has a
democratic process that protects workers
from unions.

The Truth . . . Every other democracy
permits union recognition. Only the U.S.
forces workers to choose between “their
boss” and their union.
