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Missouri Speed Test Results

Over the last year, people who live in Missouri B
have gone to the speedmatters.org site to take
an Internet speed test and measure how fast
their computers can upload and download
data. The results of the speed test show that the
Internet speeds of people who live in Missouri,
like those of the entire country, lag behind.
